The relevance of the work lies in the debatability of the question of the
syntactic nature of one-part sentences, as well as in the absence of a
comprehensive description of the use of different types of one-part sentences in the
lyrics of A. Akhmatova.

Purpose of the study — to identify the features of the functioning of one-part
sentences in the lyrics of A. Akhmatova.

Object of study — one-part sentences in the lyrics of Anna Akhmatova.

Subject of study — structural and functional features of one-component
sentences to the lyrics of A. Akhmatova.

Research methods: observation, description, continuous sampling method,
quantitative method, contextual analysis.

The main results of the study: it was revealed that the dominant type of
sentences in the analyzed poems by Anna Akhmatova, presented in the collections
"Evening”, "Rosary", "White Flock", are definitely personal sentences (132
examples). The next most important group are impersonal sentences (94 units), and
the third group are infinitive sentences (36 units). Other types of one-part sentences
showed a lower frequency of use. The functionality of one-part sentences is
described. Definitely personal sentences give the narrative dynamism and energy,
and also make it more concise; allow you to focus on the verb (action, feeling,
thought); used to activate the actions of the speaker; help to form an idea of a
lyrical hero. Indefinitely personal sentences focus on facts, events, or actions; used
to convey the emotional state of the lyrical hero. Impersonal sentences convey the
state of a person, express despair and powerlessness over events in life, and also
convey to the reader images expressing anxiety and sadness. Nominative sentences
make the text more visual and expressive, focusing on such details that are
important for the perception of meaning.

Possibilities of implementation and scope of the obtained results: the
results of the work can be used in the study of the functioning of one-component
constructions in a poetic text, in the study of the topic “One-component sentences"
in the course of the syntax of the Russian language in secondary and higher
schools.
