ABSTRACT

The object of the study is the words characterizing the characters of
A. S. Pushkin. The corpus of the analyzed factual material is 100 units.

Subject of investigation: Russian literary language of the 19-th century.

The purpose of the study: to analyze the vocabulary characterizing the char-
acters of A. S. Pushkin, to identify the functional and semantic features of this
group of lexemes, to establish the stylistic functions of words.

To achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve the following tasks:

5) write out from Belkin's Tales the lexemes used by the author to character-
ize the characters;

6) determine the part-of-speech characteristics of the words extracted for
analysis; give a quantitative description of the words of each group;

7) analyze the corpus in terms of origin; give a quantitative description of
the words of each group;

8) identify and describe the functional-semantic, compatibility and stylistic

features of the analyzed corpus of lexemes.
