3. The content of the work

Object of the research is a set of social relations that are developing between the
People's Republic of China (hereinafter referred to as the PRC) and the Republic of
Belarus in the process of international cooperation in the customs sphere.

Subject of the research are the norms of international treaties, national normative
legal acts defining the forms of customs cooperation between states, as well as the
forms of such cooperation between the PRC and the Republic of Belarus.

Purpose of the research is a comprehensive study of the features of international
cooperation between the Republic of Belarus and the People's Republic of China, as
well as the development of proposals for their further improvement.

The research methods are dialectical-materialistic method of scientific cognition
of objective reality, which allows to study the complex of social phenomena in their
historical development and interrelation; private-scientific and special methods:
