The objects of the study: blood samples of patients who were examined for
the presence of hepatitis B and C viruses in the immuno-toxicological laboratory of
the ME "10 City Clinical Hospital" of the city of Minsk, in the period from April
2020 to November 2022.

The purpose of the work: to determine the presence of hepatitis viruses in
patients who were examined in the immuno-toxicological laboratory of the ME "10
City Clinical Hospital™ of the city of Minsk for the period from April 2020 to
November 2022.

Research methods: enzyme immunoassay (ELISA), polymerase chain
reaction (PCR), rapid tests.

Main results: In 1430 patients who were examined for hepatitis B and C
viruses in the immuno-toxicological laboratory of the 10th City Clinical Hospital
of Minsk for the period from April 2020 to November 2022, viral antigens HBsAg
and HBeAg were determined in the blood by ELISA to detect hepatitis B and
immunoglobulins to detect hepatitis C. As a result of this study, 46 people (3.21%)
were found to have an HBsAg-positive marker of HBV and 92 people (6.43%)
were found to have antibodies to HCV - Anti-HCV.

Also, 320 patients underwent rapid tests for viral hepatitis B and C. Among
the patients examined with the help of rapid tests, positive results of hepatitis B
were revealed in 3 people (0.9%), positive results of hepatitis C in 18 people
(5.6%).

The detection rate of viral hepatitis B and C in the period from 2020 to 2022
decreased slightly: in 2020 it was 11.5%, in 2021 — 9.7%, and in 2022 — 7.9%.

By gender, the incidence in men exceeded this indicator in women by almost
2 times. Of the 138 people who were diagnosed with one of the hepatitis viruses,
86 men and 52 women.
