The object of the study is public relations that arise in connection with the
commission of customs crimes.

The subject of the study is the criminal law provisions of the EAEU member
states that regulate liability for customs crimes.

The purpose of this thesis is to conduct a comparative analysis of the legal norms
that regulate criminal liability for customs crimes in the EAEU member states, identify
their weaknesses and suggest ways of development.
