The purpose of the study is to analyze the formation of the phenomenon of
columnistics in the Belarusian press.

The object of research: columnistics in the Belarusian republican and regional
press.

Subject of research: topics and problems of columns in publications.

Research methods: descriptive method, comparative method, method of
analysis.

The results obtained and their novelty: socio-political changes and the
development of technology have significantly influenced the formation of journalism
in independent Belarus. The priority for the columns is social issues. Columnists in
the regional press of Belarus prefer narrow topics, columns in the republican media
are distinguished by broad topics. The phenomenon of columnistics has formed in the
Belarusian press, but the transformation of the column genre continues.

Scope of possible practical application: this work will be relevant for novice
journalists taking their first steps in the profession, as well as for professionals who
are trying their hand at columnistics for the first time. Our research can help form a
systematic understanding of the historical formation of Belarusian journalism,
understand the origins of today's processes in the Belarusian press and identify
vectors for the further development of the Belarusian print media.
