INTERRELATION OF VALUE ORIENTATIONS AND EMOTIONAL
BURNOUT IN DOCTORS WITH DIFFERENT WORK EXPERIENCE:

Object of study: value orientations.

Subject of study: the relationship of value orientations and emotional burnout
among doctors with different work experience.

Target of study: to establish the nature of the relationship between value
orientations and emotional burnout among doctors with different work experience.

Main results. The study made it possible to identify moderate indicators of
emotional burnout and value orientations of doctors with different work experience.
It was mathematically proven that the higher the levels of indicators of emotional
burnout, the more often doctors of two samples choose a group of abstract values:
life wisdom, the beauty of nature and art, love, knowledge, development, freedom,
happiness of others, creativity, self-confidence. At the same time, doctors with more
than 20 years of experience, unlike their younger colleagues, with a high level of
reduction in personal achievements and the burnout index, are still focused on values
aimed at personal life. Analyzing the relationship between values and means, it
should be noted that doctors with a work experience of up to 5 years, who have high
levels of such indicators of emotional burnout as emotional exhaustion,
depersonalization and the general background of emotional burnout, are focused on
the values of self-affirmation and the value of the case. Whereas their colleagues
with more than 20 years of work experience, who have high levels of all indicators
of emotional burnout, are focused on a group of ethical and conformist values.
