ABSTRACT

The structure of the thesis includes an introduction, abstracts in two
languages, three main chapters, a conclusion, a list of references consisting of 61
sources, and has a total volume of 46 pages.

The object of research is the descriptions in the lyrical works of Alexander
Sergeyevich Pushkin.

The subject of research is the specifics of the individual authorial style in
constructing descriptions in poetry.

The aim of the thesis is to identify the descriptions in the lyrical works of
Alexander Sergeyevich Pushkin and conduct a comprehensive analysis of them.

Research methods: descriptive and analytical.

The obtained results and their novelty. During the comprehensive analysis,
the individuality and creative style of Alexander Sergeyevich Pushkin in
constructing poetic descriptions reflecting the national linguistic worldview were
studied. The methodological potential of descriptions for developing aesthetic
perception of literary texts and language skills of students was identified, and
methodological approaches to organizing work with descriptive texts were
determined.

Recommendations for implementation. The research findings can be used in
the practice of teaching Russian as a foreign language, as well as in further
scientific research on the study of the works of Alexander Sergeyevich Pushkin.
Specifically, the identified methodological approaches to working with descriptive
texts can be integrated into language teaching methodologies, such as developing
lesson plans and creating materials for language learners. Additionally, the
comprehensive analysis of Pushkin's descriptions can serve as a basis for further
literary research and analysis.
