Object of research: scientific and literary heritage of Belarusian and
Ukrainian writers of the first half of the XX century.

Subject of research: Belarusian-Ukrainian literary relations of the first half of
the X1X century. The analysis of this period of time took place on the examples of the
literary heritage of such writers and cultural figures as Nikolai Kostomarov,
Vladislav Syrokomlya, Alexander Groza, Franz Savich, Yan Borshchevsky, Nikolai
Malinovsky, etc.

The purpose of the thesis: to comprehensively analyze the Belarusian-
Ukrainian literary relations of the first half of the XIX century. It was then that
Belarusian writers (at that time the vast majority of them were Polish-speaking and
Russian-speaking) began to actively describe Ukraine and Ukrainians.

Research methods: the method of interdisciplinary approach, historical-
literary, cultural-historical, biographical, analytical.

The results obtained and their novelty.

As a result of the study, a general description of the trends in the development
of Belarusian-Ukrainian literary relations of the first half of the XIX century was
compiled. The study revealed the main features of the Belarusian-Ukrainian literary
ties of the first half of the XIX century, as well as their place in the culture of Belarus
and Ukraine.

Practical significance.

The materials of the thesis can be used in the study of Belarusian-Ukrainian
relations during the first half of the XIX century in higher educational institutions.
The materials offered in the thesis can be useful when writing term papers and theses.
