The purpose of the thesis is to identify the means of an artistic realization
of the women's issues in the novels of Charlotte, Emily and Ann Bronte.

2)  toidentify the specificity of public views on love and marriage, the status of
women and gender relations during the life of the Bronte sisters;

3)  to trace the main stages of the life and works of the writers, to perform a
critical review of scientific and critical sources about the Bronte sisters;

4)  to identify the themes and problems that reflect the writers’ views on
women's fate in the society of their day, as well as the means of artistic
expression by which the themes and problems are realized in the novels
