The purpose of the thesis is to identify the forms of reception of
R.L. Stevenson's "The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde" in Neo-Victorian
literature.

To achieve the purpose of the thesis, the following objectives were set:

1.  To trace the history of the neo-Victorian novel's formation and to
reveal its characteristic features; to make a critical review of the academic sources
dedicated to the work of R. L. Stevenson, P. Ackroyd, and J. Winterson.

2. On the basis of comparative analysis of P. Ackroyd's novel "Dan Leno
and the Limehouse Golem™ and J. Winterson's "Lighthousekeeping" to identify the
main forms of reception of R.L. Stevenson's "The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and
Mr. Hyde" in these works.

3. To identify ways of implementation and artistic functions of the
duality motif in the works chosen for the research.

The objects of the research are R. L. Stevenson's story "The Strange Case
of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde"; P. Ackroyd's novel "Dan Leno and the Limehouse
Golem"; J. Winterson's novel "Lighthousekeeping".

"Dan Leno and the Limehouse Golem” by P. Ackroyd and " Lighthousekeeping *
by J. Winterson; artistic means of twin motif realization in these novels.
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
