Thesis structure. The thesis consists of an introduction, four sections, a
conclusion, a list of references (36 titles). The total volume of the work is 47 printed
pages.

Research object — religious and polemical writings “The Harmony” and
“Unia” by Ipatiy Potey.

Research subject — interreligious dialogue in the religious and polemical
writings “The Harmony” and “Unia” by Ipatiy Potey.

The aim of the research — to reveal the essence and the content of
interreligious dialogue in Ipatiy Potey’s journalistic writings illustrated by his works
“The Harmony” and “Unia”.

Research methods — culture-historical and biographical.

The results obtained and their novelty. The journalistic writings “Unia”
and “The Harmony” by Ipatiy Potey are outstanding monuments of polemical
literature at the turn of the 16th — 17th centuries. At the same time, the interreligious
dialogue presented in these works is poorly studied in Belarusian literary criticism,
so it requires further investigation.

The research results revealed that both treatises are characterized by a
religious dialogue with broad groups of Protestant, Orthodox and Catholic
adherents. In the work “Unia” the author mostly refers to the confessional unity
“Rus”. In “The Harmony” the polemicist often appeals to Protestant communities.
However a dialogue with Roman Catholics is presented rather optionally in the
works. In both treatises Ipatiy Potey calls for interreligious understanding, Christian
harmony and peace.

Recommendations for implementation. Thesis findings can be applied in
the studies of Belarusian literature in higher education institutions, in the
development of lectures, special courses and special seminars on literature, as well
as in students’ independent work.
