REPORT

Object of research is the prosaic historical text of the «Mogilev Chronicle
..» by T. Surty and Trubnitski.

The purpose of the diploma is to analyze the text of the Mogilev chronicle
according to the rules of architectonics of the Belarusian-Lithuanian chronicles, to
try to solve the question of authorship and reveal the features of the poetics of the
memoir-chronicle genre of the XVII—XVIII centuries.

Subject relevance of this work is that urban chronicles are monuments of a
syncretic genre that combines chronicle and memoir principles, modifies the
compositional order, changes the role, image and influence of the chronicler on the
content of the text. It is important that the central figure of the urban chronicle
becomes a city or village.

Belarusian urban chronicles («Vitebsk chronicle» by M. Pantsirny and S.
Averka, «Barkulabovskaya Chronicle», «Mogilev Chronicle...» by T. Surty and
Trubnitsky) were studied by such scientists as Ulashchik N. N., Chemeritsky V.
A., Taranevsky V. V. Thanks to their developments, young Belarusian scientists
have the opportunity, using the general characteristic of the chronicle and the
translation into the Belarusian language, to continue fruitful work useful to the
sciences and culture of Belarus.

The thesis reveals the question of authorship, the features of the
architectonics and poetics of the work.
