The article highlights the approaches to the consideration of prosocial motivation:
evolutionary, psychoanalytic humanistic, behavioral, cognitive and interpersonal. Prosocial
motivation is considered in terms of ultimate goals: altruism, selfishness, principledness,
collectivism. It is noted that prosocial motivation of students can be conceptualized and studied at
three levels of community: global, contextual and situational. Structural components of students’
prosocial motivation based on factor analysis were empirically identified: «Cognitive-Socialy,
«Global-Prosocialy, «Contextual-Egoisticy, «Situational-Processualy and their content was
established too.
