ABSTRACT
Comparative Study of the Symbolism of the Temple of Heaven in Beijing
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Relevance: The Temple of Heaven (Chinese Tiantan), a place of heavenly
worship during the Ming and Qing reigns, is not only the largest surviving altar
complex in China, but also an outstanding example of prehistoric Chinese
architecture for heavenly worship. The Temple of Heaven is a magnificent example
of traditional Chinese architecture that expresses both the ancient Chinese belief in
heavenly deities and numerous Chinese philosophical concepts. The overall
architecture of the Temple of Heaven is magnificent, the structural layout rigorous
and orderly, and the architectural decoration exquisite and beautiful. A great deal of
traditional Chinese architectural thought permeated the planning and construction,
especially as a place for the emperor to worship the heavens, embodying much of
imperial power and its associated ideas. As a ceremonial building, the Temple of
Heaven in Beijing has the political function of stabilizing national power.

Purpose of the thesis: To analyze the symbols of imperial power in the
design and construction of the Temple of Heaven in Beijing by analyzing and
sorting out the knowledge related to imperial power, mediated by the architectural
symbols and architectural ideas used in the Temple of Heaven in Beijing.

Research Object: The symbolism of the architecture of the Temple of
Heaven in Beijing.

Research theme: the contents related to the architecture of the Temple of
Heaven in Beijing and its symbolism.

Research Methods: A set of general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis,
induction, deduction, analogy, generalization, modeling) and special historical
methods (historical occurrence, historical comparison, etc.)

Points for Defense: The symbolism of the Temple of Heaven building, as an
abstract concept, cannot be shown directly and needs to be expressed with the help
of other concrete material carriers. The Temple of Heaven in Beijing uses a large
number of symbols and symbolic techniques, but what kind of symbolic
significance it has, the most reasonable answer has not been found yet.

The structure and length of the thesis: the thesis consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of resources used, and an appendix,
with 49 pages. Among them: 4 pages of the list of used resources (21 headings), 3
pages of summaries in English, Russian and Chinese.
