ABSTRACT

articles.

The concept of neologism and the main linguistic characteristics of
neologism, Reasons for the appearance of neologisms and their types, Word
formation of neologisms, English-language neologisms and their ways of
formation in English, Neologisms on the example of newspaper articles.

The object of the study is occasional vocabulary that functions in modern
English-language newspaper articles.

The subject of the study is the pragmalinguistic potential of neologisms
and occasionalisms used in the English media discourse.

The purpose of the work is to characterize the formation and functioning of
neologisms in newspaper articles in English.

Research methods: general scientific methods of observation, analysis and
synthesis, induction and deduction, generalization and concretization; method of
analysis of scientific literature on the research problem; continuous sampling
method; content analysis method; descriptive method; classification method;
method of contextual-interpretive analysis; elements of methods of word-formation
analysis and quantitative calculations.

The material of the study was the media texts extracted by the method of
continuous sampling from the English-language media "The New York Times",
"The Washington Post"”, "The Guardian”, "The Daily Mail", "The Times", in which
neologisms function (the sample was 174 units ).

The practical value of the study lies in the fact that its results can be used
in the development of lecture materials on the methods of teaching a foreign
language, comparative linguistics, media language, style, rhetoric, culture of
speech.

The scientific novelty of the thesis work lies in the fact that the author has
attempted a comprehensive theoretical and practical consideration of the problem
of neologisms in the texts of modern English-language newspaper articles.

Work structure. The thesis consists of an introduction, two chapters,
divided into paragraphs, a conclusion, a list of sources used, a conclusion and an
appendix.
