Th'e relevance of the research topic is associated with the great role of the
teacher in any society, due to which the images of mentors regularly appear on the
pages of literary works. One of the most important purposes of the works of Russian
classical literature - its instructiveness, edification - emphasizes the educational and
moral and ethical issues of Russian literature.
