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Abstract. The article examines the phenomenon of collectivism in the life of urban
communities of antiquity. The author turns to the theoretical and methodological strategies of
universalism and individualism, used to analyze social reality in socio-philosophical knowledge
and based on the categories of the general and the individual. The origins of these strategies are
found in the attitudes of collectivism and individualism in social life: the first asserts the
dominance of society/group over the individual, the second considers the value of the individual
as a priority in relation to the collective. The author traces the formation of collectivism as an
attitude and life strategy in the urban space of the ancient world, emphasizing the specifics of
Greek and Roman cities.
