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Abstract. This article is devoted to the humanization of education for the XXI century.
It analyzes the educational project of I. Kant from the position of modern anthropological
subjectness theory in order to distinguish between education-socialization and education-
subjectification. The four anthropological stages in education identified by I. Kant -
disciplination, cultivation, civilization and moralization - are examined by turning to the
paradigm of understanding education through the prism of its fundamental goals: qualification,
socialization and subjectification. The study comes to the conclusion that all the stages

identified by I. Kant emphasize education-socialization. Based on the revelation of the
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prospects and creative power of education-subjectivation, it is concluded that the true
humanization of education for the XXI century lies precisely in education-subjectivation.
