The object of the study: naming of immigrants from the Belarusian lands in
Old Russian documents of the second half of the XVI — XVII century.

The subject of the study: structural and semantic characteristics and features
of the use of names of immigrants from the Belarusian lands in Old Russian docu-
ments of the second half of the XVI-XVII century.

The purpose of the study is to establish the composition, the nature of varia-
tion and the peculiarities of the use of anthroponymic formulas, or models, naming
natives of the Belarusian lands in Old Russian documents of the second half of the
XVI — XVII century.

Research methods: continuous sampling; classification; quantitative method;
semantic analysis; contextual analysis; analytical description.

The results obtained and their novelty. For the first time, the structural, se-
mantic and functional aspects of naming natives of the Belarusian lands of the sec-
ond half of the XVI — XVII century are described; anthroponymic formulas are re-
vealed. It is established that various appellate nominations are used to characterize
a person: an indication of the area, an indication of the status and position. The ab-
sence of dependence between the anthroponymic formula, the accompanying nom-
inations and the genre of the business document was found. When self-nominating,
pejorative forms are used, typical of the speech etiquette of the period under con-
sideration.

The reliability of the materials and results of the thesis. The work exam-
ines significant linguistic material: 300 names of people from the Belarusian lands
of the second half of the XVI — first half of the XVII century; 200 names of people
from the Belarusian lands of the second half of the XVII century. The study was
conducted based on authoritative theoretical sources. This allowed us to draw reli-
able conclusions.

Field of application: the data obtained can be used in teaching disciplines on
onomastics, ethnolinguistics, the history of the Russian literary language; in the
development of special courses on the history of East Slavic anthroponymy and the
history of Russian speech etiquette.
