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The purpose of the thesis is to study the specifics of the sociological study of
corporality as a social phenomenon. The object of the thesis is the human corporality.
The subject of the thesis is the specifics of the sociological study of corporality as a
social phenomenon.

The main results of the thesis work: it is determined that there is no need to
separate the concepts of "body" and "corporeality”. Some types of body construction,



their social determinants, and respondents' attitude towards them are considered. The
participation of the body in economic relations is determined, the processes of
commodification and sacralization of the body in commodity-money relations are
considered. The place of the body in power relations is determined. Various ways of
manifestation of power over the body, historical examples of its implementation are
considered. The interaction of the body and gender was studied on the basis of
secondary data. The place of the body in the context of public health is determined,
such phenomena as disability, attitude towards it in historical retrospective are
considered. The specificity of the sociological study of the body in comparison with
other social sciences is considered. The features of the study of corporality by social
sciences, the connection of other sciences with sociology are revealed. The directions
of the study of corporality in sociology are described. The features of the methodology
of the sociological study of the problems of corporality are determined, the experience
of other sociological studies is considered.
