Structure and scope of the diploma work. The work consists of a title page, table
of contents, introduction, theoretical and empirical chapters, conclusion, list of
sources used and appendix. The entire text of the thesis, including 8 illustrations, 11
tables, 4 appendices, 83 sources used, is 76 pages.

Summary text.
The object of the research — Belarusian, Turkmen and Chinese students.
The subject of the research — marriage and family attitudes and types of
attachment of Belarusian, Turkmen and Chinese students.
The purpose of the research — identification of marital and family attitudes
and types of attachment of Belarusian, Turkmen and Chinese students.
Methods of research: 1) theoretical: literature analysis, synthesis, comparison,
classification, generalization; 2) empirical: survey method (questionnaire
“Measuring attitudes in a married couple”, developed by Yu.E. Aleshina,
L.Ya. Gozman and E.M. Dubovskaya and questionnaire “Test for the type of
attachment” by E. Chen, translated into Russian E. Krotova) and statistical
analysis (Kruskall-Wallace H-test and Mann-Whitney U-test).
The results of the work and their novelty. As a result of the theoretical research, the
following phenomena were considered and analyzed: 1) marriage and family
attitudes as social attitudes, which represent the individual’s position in relation to
marriage and family, which is formed on the basis of experience and determines the
state of a person’s readiness to start a family and conclude marriage, and also
determines human behavior in the marriage and family sphere; 2) attachment as a
stable psychological connection between people, developing in their relationships
and determined along 2 main continuums of levels of attachment. The structures,
properties, formation features and theories of these phenomena were considered.
Based on the results of the empirical study, a number of statistically significant
national differences were found. Marriage and family attitudes differed as follows:
1) the attitude towards fulfilling duty rather than receiving pleasure in family
relationships is more pronounced among Turkmen and Chinese students; 2) the
sexual sphere in family life is less significant for Belarusian and Chinese students;
3) discussion of sex in the family is the most taboo for Turkmen students and the
least taboo for Belarusian students; 4) attitudes towards the role of women in the
family are more egalitarian among Belarusian students. The types of attachment in
romantic relationships of Belarusian, Turkmen and Chinese students did not differ
significantly. In all 3 groups of students, a secure attachment type predominated.
Differences in types of insecure attachment were also not found between national
samples. At the end of the work, a number of recommendations were given for
harmonizing marital and family attitudes and types of attachment in romantic
relationships.
Authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma work. When writing the
work, literature from trusted authors was used. The results of the empirical study
were obtained by collecting real data and then processing it using appropriate data
analysis tools.



Recommendations on the usage. The results can be applied primarily in the
framework of advisory work with young people who want to create a cross-cultural
family. They will make it possible to identify problem areas associated with
differences in marital attitudes and types of attachment that may interfere with the
establishment of harmonious romantic relationships, and to better understand how
to organize work to coordinate them.
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
