Object of the research: radical changes in the grammatical system of English
during the Middle English and Early Modern English periods.

Purpose of the research: to analyse and identify specific factors that
contributed to the emergence and establishment of new forms of perfect, passive,
duration and subjunctive categories during the Middle and Early Modern English
periods.
