The object of the study is musical discourse.

Subject of the study are linguistic, genre and stylistic features of English-
language musical discourse.

The purpose of the thesis is to identify and describe the main linguistic,
genre and stylistic features of English-language musical discourse on the material
of music blog texts.

Research methods and techniques: 1) method of analysis; 2) method of
classification; 3) method of solid sampling; 4) statistical method; 5) structural
method, which implies component analysis of the text; 6) lexico-grammatical
method.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the complex analysis of
linguistic, genre and stylistic features of musical discourse, which can further
expand the boundaries of the study of linguistic phenomena in the context of media
space.

Area of possible practical application: the material and results of the study
can be used in the preparation of term papers and diploma theses by students of the
speciality "Romano-Germanic (English) Philology", for further linguistic research
in the field of sociolinguistics, stylistics, pragmatics, discourse analysis of Internet
texts.
