ABSTRACT

Subject: the mechanisms of influence of media institutions on the formation
of public opinion and public dialogue.

Object: mass media in public administration.

Purpose: to conduct a theoretical analysis, substantiation of the main
mechanisms of influence and its directions of strengthening the work of the media
as one of the institutions of civil society on public authorities.

Research objectives:

1) to investigate the role of mass media in covering political and
socio-economic topics;

2) to describe the genre and thematic aspect of of the Belarusian mass
media’s translation of value orientations;

3) to present an overview of genres in the media of China;

4) analyse the priority issues in the mass media of China;

5) to determine the influence of Chinese mass media on the formation of
public opinion and public dialogue.

Research methods: analysis and synthesis of theoretical material, systemic,
dialectical, structural-functional.

The results obtained and their novelty: The scientific novelty of the
research lies in the systematic analysis of the role of mass media in the formation
of public opinion and public administration in the conditions of globalisation and
technological progress. For the first time a comparative study of the genres and
topics of the mass media in Belarus and China has been carried out, the
mechanisms of influence of the Chinese mass media on public dialogue have been
revealed, and strategies for optimizing the interaction between the mass media and
state bodies have been proposed.

Area of possible practical application: The results of the research can be
used to evaluation and monitoring of current programmes or initiatives, which
implies tracking the progress of political news and opinion-making in China and
Belarus.
