The purpose of the thesis: research of the main religious and philosophical
sources, motives and ideas of the poem “The Grand Inquisitor” of the novel “The
Brothers Karamazov”.

The object of the study: religious and philosophical content of the chapter
“The Grand Inquisitor” of the fifth book “Pro et contra” of the novel “The Brothers
Karamazov”.

The subject of the study: main religious and philosophical sources, motives,
ideas of the poem “The Grand Inquisitor” of the fifth book “Pro et contra” of the
novel “The Brothers Karamazov”.

Research methods: components of biographical, historical-literary,
historical-cultural, hermeneutical methods.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that for the first time a
systematic analysis of the religious and philosophical content of the poem “The
Grand Inquisitor”, its main sources, motives, and ideas is carried out.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by the fundamental role
of religious and philosophical content in F. M. Dostoevsky’s last novel “The
Brothers Karamazov” and its philosophical focus — the poem “The Grand
Inquisitor”, as well as by expanding knowledge about the influence of the writer’s
religious and philosophical ideas on the literary process and philosophical discourse
modernity.

The practical significance of the study is due to the possibility of using the
materials contained in it in courses on the history of Russian literature of both the
second half of the 19th century and the 20th—21st centuries, in special courses and
special seminars on the works of F. M. Dostoevsky, in school literature courses in
classes with a humanitarian bias . The study is of great importance for understanding
the inner nature of man, the deep layers of human psychology. Scientific
development of the topic can become the basis for a more in-depth analysis and
interpretation of the fundamental ideas of other authors, as well as for a more
complete understanding of the entire spectrum of human life phenomena, primarily
moral, ethical and spiritual phenomena in modern realities. The study allows us to
identify the most promising directions for the development of research problems in



the fields of philosophy, theology, anthropology, ethics, and psychology.
