The purpose of the thesis: to identify the spatial-temporal features of China's
cultural and historical heritage in order to determine its contribution to the
development of international tourism.

The object of the thesis: China, examined across its 31 provinces in the context
of assessing cultural and historical potential.

Subject of the thesis: the structure of cultural and historical potential and the
spatial-temporal trends of international tourism in China.

Research methods: mathematical-statistical method, the method of typology,
the method of groupings, comparative-geographical method, geographical
systematization method, GIS technology method, cartographic method.

Research and results: the analysis identified factors (historical, demographic,
institutional) that influenced China's cultural and historical potential. It was
established that the highest concentration of cultural and historical potential objects
is observed in regions with rich historical traditions. The structure of China's cultural
and historical heritage was analyzed, revealing general and regional differences in
tourism development in China. The impact of cultural and historical heritage on
China's tourism infrastructure was assessed. It was determined that the economic
strength of China's provinces and its growth depend on the availability of cultural
and historical potential objects. The largest scale of tourist arrivals is characteristic
of provinces with higher levels of socio-economic development. A series of
cartograms and cartodiagrams of China were created.

The author of the thesis confirms that the computational-analytical and
cartographic material presented in it corresponds to reality, and the theoretical and
methodological positions borrowed from literary sources are accompanied by
references to their authors.
