Structure and volume of the thesis: The volume of the thesis is 101 pages.
The work presents 18 figures and 20 tables, 67 sources used.

Key words: senior tourism, tourism of the elderly population, prerequisites
for tourism of the elderly population, demographic aging, tourists aged 65+ years,
tourist overnight stays, reasons for abandoning tourism.

The object of the study is the countries of Europe and the USA in the context
of international tourism in the context of global demographic aging.

The subject of the study was the spatiotemporal trends in senior tourism.

The purpose of the study is to study the geographical and structural features
of senior tourism in the world in the context of global demographic aging.

Methods used in the work: literary, content analysis method, historical,
statistical and mathematical, sampling method, grouping method, comparative
geographical method, method of geographical systematization (typology),
cartographic method and GIS technologies.

The research methodology included three stages: preparatory, main and
final. The preparatory stage included an initial review of the literature,
systematization of material on the chosen topic, collection of statistics and
compilation of a database on the research topic. At the main stage of the study, a
comparative geographical analysis of senior tourism in Europe and the USA was
carried out. At the final stage of the study, the results were systematized in the
form of groupings of countries according to indicators of senior tourism
development.

Results obtained: 1t was revealed that the largest number of tourists aged
65+ years and their largest share in the population structure are represented in the
most highly developed countries of Europe (Germany, France, the Netherlands,
Denmark). Senior tourists have a significant amount of financial resources and free
time, which allows them to spend longer traveling. The analysis showed that the
most popular destination for senior tourism in the USA is Europe (France, Italy,
etc.). The analysis revealed that international practices of senior tourism are
actively developing in developed countries, examples of which are Spain and
France.
