ABSTRACT

The total volume of the thesis is 63 pages. The structure of the work includes
appendices (4 pages); the list of sources (4 pages) includes 41 entries.

The object of study was episodes of Russian-language communication that
include speech acts of congratulation. The subject of the research is congratulatory
speech acts: their pragmalinguistic features and methods of expression. The aim of
the work is to summarize the most characteristic and relevant features of the verbal
realization of congratulations in the Russian language from modern scientific
perspectives.

Research methods used: systematic analysis of scientific literature on
the theory of speech acts in the aspect of research; methods of continuous and
directed sampling; contextual analysis method, based on the consideration of
the features of the congratulatory situation; linguistic observation method,;
comprehensive descriptive analysis method, including rhetorical and stylistic
analysis of rhetorical devices.

During the course of the work, the communicative functions and significance of
congratulatory statements were examined; the features of the content and structure
of congratulatory statements were characterized; common rhetorical devices of
Russian congratulatory statements, including congratulations from open internet
sources, were additionally identified and described; the features of responses to
congratulations were analyzed. The novelty of the obtained results is manifested in
the additional generalization of data on congratulation as a specific speech act,
the most frequent linguistic means of forming congratulations and responses to
congratulatory statements in Russian speech, and in the independently conducted
analysis of some speech examples of modern Russian congratulatory statements
(the reliability of the data is ensured by the analysis of about 145 speech fragments
presented in the work).

The practical significance of the work lies in the possibility of using its materials
in the process of lecturing and practical classes on the subject "Rhetoric” at
the university (section "Private (special) rhetoric™, studying the topic "Main groups
of speeches: inspiring speech™), as well as in teaching courses in modern Russian as
a foreign language, practice of Russian speech, and methodology of teaching
Russian as a foreign language to non-native students.
