The object of the research is landscape lyrics of A.S. Pushkin and M. Yu.
Lermontov.

The subject of the research is features, similarities and differences of poems of
landscape lyrics of A. S. Pushkin and M. Yu. Lermontov.

The purpose of the research: to consider the peculiarities of landscape lyrics of
A.S.Pushkin and M. Yu. Lermontov and to identify the specific features of the
representation of nature in the poems of both authors.

Methods of research: scientific-analytical method of studying literature; descriptive
method; comparative method.

The results of the work and their novelty. The diploma work considers the history of
the emergence of landscape lyrics and describes the specifics of works of this genre in
Russian literature, reveals the artistic uniqueness of landscape lyrics by A. S. Pushkin and M.
Yu. Lermontov; a comparative analysis of three pairs of poems by these authors. The
obtained results (comparative analysis of poems "Caucasus™ by A. S. Pushkin and "Morning
in the Caucasus™ by M. Yu. Lermontov) are presented at the 81st scientific conference of
students and postgraduates of BSU, Faculty of Philology in the section "Artistic text in
Russian language classes".

Reliability of materials and results of the diploma work is confirmed by the use of
theoretical methods of research of the source base, corresponding to the goal and objectives
of the diploma work.

Area of possible practical application: The results of the diploma work may be
useful for literary critics, students and all those interested in Russian literature and the
works of A.S.Pushkin and M. Yu. Lermontov. They can be used in analysing and
interpreting Pushkin's works and in the context of studying the history of Russian
literature.
