ABSTRACT

Thesis: The thesis consists of an introduction, two chapters, a conclusion, and a list
of sources used, including 81 titles.

The object of research is the linguistic category of emotiveness in fiction texts.

The subject of the study is the ways of expression of emotiveness in literary fairy
tales by A.S. Pushkin.

The purpose of the thesis is to identify and analyze the linguistic means of different

levels to express emotiveness when creating fairy tales used by A.S. Pushkin.

Research methods: synthesis and analysis of empirical material, descriptive method.

The obtained results and their novelty: The theoretical aspects of studying the
emotiveness of a fiction text are summarized and an algorithm that allows to identify both
linguistic and non-linguistic manifestants of an emotional state is proposed.

The practical significance of the study is that the results obtained can be used as a
basis for a more detailed and profound understanding of the expression of emotiveness in
a literary text, including the study of the author's manner in representing emotions.
