3. Text of the abstract

The object of the diploma work is the social relations that develop in the
sphere of movement of goods across the customs border.

The subject of the diploma work is ways to identify places where illegally
transported goods are hidden.

The purpose of the diploma work is a complete and comprehensive study of
possible places of concealment of illegally transported goods, and on this basis,
development of directions for improving the current legislation of the Eurasian
Economic Union and the Republic of Belarus.

The methodological basis of the diploma work is a systematic approach,
methods of structural-functional analysis, interpretation, formal-legal and other
methods of scientific knowledge that contribute to the implementation of the
cognitive process and the achievement of the goal. During the study, logical methods
of cognition were widely used: analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction,
comparison, analogy, generalization and others.

The results of the diploma work - the study is aimed at identifying places of
concealment of illegally transported goods, identifying the illegal movement of
goods, to places of concealment and improving customs control. In the course of the
work, the terms ‘“hiding places” and ‘“cache” were defined, and their location in
various types of transport, as well as on the human body and in hand luggage, was
determined. The profiling method has been studied as a way to prevent smuggling
and technical means of customs control. The fight against smuggling, including
foreign experience, is considered, and directions for the development of customs
control in the Republic of Belarus are outlined.
