3. Text of the abstract

The object of the study is the social relations that arise when goods are moved
by individuals across the customs border of the EAEU.

The subject of the research is a set of legislative norms that regulate the
procedure for the movement of goods of individuals across the customs border of the
EAEU for personal use, as well as scientific work on the problem under consideration.

The purpose of the thesis is to study the legal and practical aspects of customs
regulation of the movement of goods for personal use across the customs border of the
EAEU, analysis of existing mechanisms, as well as identifying problematic issues and
possible solutions to optimise the process of customs clearance of goods transported
by individuals within the framework of the Eurasian Economic Union.
