3. The content of the work

The object of the study — a set of legal relations arising in the process of
implementing diplomatic protection in international law.

The subject of the study — international treaties of a universal nature, acts of
international intergovernmental organizations, decisions of international universal
and regional courts, as well as doctrinal sources in the field of diplomatic protection.

Objective of research to explore such an institution of international law as
diplomatic protection and its regulation in international law.

Research methods — generalization, analysis, synthesis, analogy and
historical method. Among the private scientific methods of studying the issue of
legal regulation of the institute of diplomatic protection, comparative legal, formal
legal methods, and the method of interpretation were used.

The results obtained and their novelty. As a result of the study, the history
of the emergence and evolution of the institute of diplomatic protection in
international law was analyzed, approaches to the concept of diplomatic protection
were studied and a comparative terminological analysis of diplomatic protection and
consular assistance was carried out, in particular, the conditions that must be fulfilled
for the exercise of diplomatic protection were disclosed, modern tendencies and
problems faced by diplomatic protection were analyzed.

Recommendations for usage of the results of the work. The results of the
study can be used in further scientific research, the law enforcement practice of the
ICJ and other international judicial bodies, in improving the legal position of the
Republic of Belarus, as well as recommendations for amending existing
international treaties, as recommendations for amending and supplementing the
national legislation of the Republic of Belarus, in particular, for example,
Regulations on the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
