The Master's thesis consists of a table of contents, a general description of the
work, an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, and a list of sources used. The
total volume of the work is 76 pages. The list of sources used occupies 6 pages and
includes 56 items.

3. The content of the work

The object of the study: social relations that arise when parents improperly
perform their duties towards their children.

The purpose of the work: a comprehensive analysis of the specifics of parental
responsibility for improper exercise of parental responsibilities under the
legislation of the Republic of Belarus, the Republic of Uzbekistan and the
Kingdom of Denmark and the development of specific proposals based on this to
improve the effectiveness of legal regulation of family relations in the Republic of
Belarus.

Research methods: general scientific methods (dialectical, historical, analysis
and others) and special legal methods (comparative legal, formal legal, statistical
and others).

The results obtained and their novelty. The master's thesis attempts to identify
and analyze the main problems of legal regulation in the field of protection of the
rights and interests of minor children in case of infringement by the legal
representatives of the child. As a result of the conducted research, proposals were
developed to improve the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. In particular, it is
proposed to introduce additional measures of influence on parents for non-
fulfillment of their parental duties in the KBS; the necessity of consolidating the
court's authority to make a decision on the deprivation of parental rights when
considering a case on the selection of a child without deprivation of parental rights,
but if there are grounds for it, and in the case of a case on the deprivation of
parental rights, but if there are insufficient grounds, the possibility of the court to
make a decision on the selection of a child without deprivation of parental rights is
justified; It is proposed to consolidate an immoral lifestyle as a basis for the use of
only the selection of a child without depriving the parents of parental rights, and if



the parent does not correct himself within six months, then deprivation of parental
rights will be applied to him.

The reliability of the materials and results of the master's thesis.

The materials used and the results of the master's thesis are reliable. The work
was done independently.

Recommendations for using the results of the work.

The conclusions obtained in the course of the study can be used in law-
making activities and in further scientific research of the problem, as well as in the
educational process in the discipline "Family Law", "Civil procedure”, "Human
rights law", "Private International law". The results can also be useful for making
additions, changes and the development of new norms of national legislation in the
field of family law and human rights law.
