3. The content of the work

The object of the research: public legal relations arising in connection with
the use of UCR by states.

The subject of the research consists of regulatory legal acts regulating the
application of OPM, international treaties, and scientific and legal views of scientists
on the topic under consideration.

The purpose of the research: determining the role of the use of unilateral
coercive measures from the point of view of the relationship between legal and
political aspects.

The methods of the research: analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction,
classification, analogy, forecasting, formal-logical, system-structural, comparative-
legal, legal-dogmatic.

The results obtained. As a result of the study, conclusions were drawn about
the unlawfulness of the use of unilateral coercive measures in modern international
law. In this context, the powers of the UN Security Council were defined in
accordance with Chapter VII of the UN Charter. The lack of a clear and universal
definition of UCM was identified. Analysis of the examples allowed us to conclude
that the application of UCM affects many areas of international law. As a result, the
economic and political aspects of the use of UCM were noted, as well as the
humanitarian impact of over-compliance, the practice of which has spread
throughout the world and poses a serious threat to international law and human
rights. The study identified the need to revise approaches to the use of peacekeeping
operations and develop new international legal mechanisms.

Approbation of work and implementation of research results. Some
conclusions reflected in the thesis were presented by the author in the form of a
report within the framework of participation in the 81st scientific conference of
undergraduate and graduate students of BSU (April 24, 2024) with subsequent
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publication in the Collection of BSU, as well as in the Collection of abstracts of the
81st scientific conference students and graduate students of the FIR BSU.

The results of the study can be used for educational purposes for integration
into curricula, development of teaching aids and multimedia resources, as well as
for carrying out research projects and further scientific research.

The author of the work confirms the reliability of the materials and results of
the work and the independence of its implementation. All theoretical,
