3. Content of the Work

Object of the research: non-tariff regulation in international trade relations.

Subject of the research: systems of non-tariff measures in the EU and the
EAEU and the legal norms regulating their application.

Objective of the work: comprehensive analysis of non-tariff regulation
measures applied in the EAEU and the EU and assessment of their effectiveness in
the context of the functioning of internal markets and international trade.

Research methods: analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction, classification,
analogy, forecasting, systemic-structural, comparative legal.

Results obtained: The study systematized the main approaches to the
definition and application of non-tariff regulation measures, identified their key
characteristics and principles. The legal acts regulating non-tariff measures within
the framework of the EU and the EAEU were analyzed. A comparative analysis of
non-tariff regulation measures in the EAEU and the EU showed that both integration
unions have similar goals and apply similar methods and instruments of regulation,
but also have differences due to historical, economic, and legal features. The main
problems and challenges associated with the application of non-tariff measures in
world trade were identified. The main difficulties are related to the insufficient
harmonization of regulatory acts, differences in the level of economic development
of member states, and the complexity of administrative procedures. Based on the
analysis, recommendations for improving the system of non-tariff regulation in the
EAEU were proposed.

The author of the work confirms the reliability of the materials and results of
the work and the independence of its implementation. All theoretical,
methodological provisions and concepts borrowed from literary and other sources
are accompanied by references to their authors

The research results can be used in the educational process, law enforcement,
and lawmaking, as well as serve as a basis for further scientific research.
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
