3. The content of the work

The object of the research: public relations arising in the course of the exercise
by the EU Court of Justice of its powers to ensure uniform interpretation and
application of EU law.

The subject of the study are international treaties, acts of domestic and foreign
legislation, acts of bodies of integration associations with supranational powers, acts
of international organizations, materials of law enforcement practice and doctrinal
sources on the issues under consideration.

The purpose of the research: assessment of the contribution of the EU Court
to the development of European law; determination of the status of the EU Court in
legal relations arising in this regard.

The methods of the research: analysis, synthesis, comparison, generalization,
induction, deduction, concrete sociological, formal legal, comparative legal.

The results obtained. As a result of the research, the legal essence of the EU
Court of Justice and its place in the system of central EU bodies were analyzed.
Conclusions are drawn about the active participation of the EU Court of Justice in
judicial and rule-making activities, as well as about its status as a supervisory
authority in relation to some EU bodies. The status of the case law of the EU Court
of Justice in the system of sources of EU law has been determined. Finally, in the
course of the research, it was revealed that the EU Court of Justice is involved in
political activities under certain circumstances, which affects the strategic nature of
its decisions. It was also determined that the processes of autonomization,
constitutionalization of european law, as well as europeanization and
Institutionalization have been developed through the case law of the EU Court of
Justice.

The results of the study can be used in the educational process, as well as a
comprehensive work for further scientific research.
