Ethno-national discourse in Tang novels

Scope of the paper: 39 pages, 25 sources.

Keywords: ethnonational, Tang novels, chuangqi, natonal character,
Chinese literature, Tang era, discourse.

Obiject of study: the novels (Wang Du «Ancient mirror» («f8%a0»), Li
Gongzo «The governor of Nankae» («Fg ] K5F4%»), Chen Xuan-Yu "The Soul
that parted with the Body" (" 2#1c"), etc.).

The subject of study: The specifics of artistic representation of Chinese
socio-political and cultural realities, as well as traditions and everyday life of
China in Tang novels.

Objective: to identify the specificity of ideological and artistic embodiment
of ethno-national discourse in Tang novels

Research methodology: Cultural-historical, sociological, comparative
methods with holistic, contextual and linguistic analysis of the artistic text.

The results obtained and their novelty: in the process of research the
genesis and ideological and artistic specificity of Tang novels were determined, the
concept of ethno-national discourse was formulated, historical events, socio-
political and ethno-cultural realities reflected in Tang novels, as well as Chinese
everyday life and traditions were revealed, semantics and the role of "speaking"
names in the texts of novels were revealed.

Authenticity ofthe materials and results ofthe diploma work: scientific
provisions contained in the thesis are substantiated and argued.  The
methodological basis has a complex character. The research is carried out taking
into account the achievements of Russian and foreign literary studies, which
ensures the validity of the conclusions formulated in the diploma.

Recommendations on the usage: The results of the study can be used in
writing essays and term papers on ancient Chinese literature and the works of Tang
novelists.
