The subject of the research: the rules of arbitral institutions, legal acts of the
United Kingdom, the United States of America, the European Union, the Republic of
Belarus regulating ESG issues, as well as legal and economic scientific publications
on the topic.

The purpose of the research: to justify the feasibility of implementation of
ESG-principles in the activities of arbitral institutions.

The results of the research and their scientific novelty: firstly, the diploma
paper defines and analyses the concept and history of ESG concept development. In
particular, the evolution of this concept from the origins of sustainable development
to its current applications in various spheres of activity is traced.

Secondly, the sources of legal regulation of the ESG concept in Common and
Civil law countries have been studied and characterised on the example of the United
Kingdom, the United States of America, the European Union and the Republic of
Belarus.

Thirdly, the concept and general characteristics of ESG-principles are defined.

Fourthly, the current status of implementation of ESG-principles in the
activities of arbitral institutions was investigated on the example of the International
Court of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce (ICC), the Vienna
International Arbitral Centre of the Austrian Federal Economic Chamber (VIAC), the
Hong Kong International Arbitration Centre (HKIAC), the Singapore International



Arbitration Centre (SIAC), the Arbitration Institute of the Stockholm Chamber of
Commerce (SCC), the London Court of International Arbitration (LCIA), the Swiss
Arbitration Centre, the Russian Arbitration Center at the Autonomous Non-Profit
Organisation “Russian Institute of Modern Arbitration” (RAC), the International
Commercial Arbitration Court at the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the
Russian Federation (ICAC), the International Arbitration Court at the Belarusian

Fifthly, on the basis of the obtained results, general recommendations for
further implementation of ESG-principles in the activities of arbitral institutions are
set forth.

The results of the research allow expanding the scientific understanding of the
application of the ESG concept in the field of international commercial arbitration.
