3. The content of the work

The object of the research: public relations arising in the field of international
legal protection of intellectual property objects, in their historical development and
modern conditions.

The subject of the study is the norms of civil and international private law,
with the help of which international legal protection of intellectual property objects
is carried out, the practice of their application, scientific works of Belarusian and
foreign scientists devoted to the studied problem.

The purpose of the research: to determine the specifics of international legal
protection of intellectual property objects: to analyze the concept, legal nature and
evolution of the development of rights to intellectual property objects, to study the
features of international legal regulation of intellectual property objects, to reveal
the content of the concepts of intellectual property objects.

The methods of the research: application of the general scientific dialectical
method of cognition, as well as on general (historical, systematic, logical, complex)
and private methods of cognition: comparative-legal, technical-legal, normative,
collision.

The results obtained. Existing approaches to the definition of the concept and
legal nature of intellectual property, its elements: copyright law, related rights,
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industrial property law were analyzed in international private law and scientific-
legal doctrine; mechanisms for regulating intellectual property in international law
and in the national legislation of the Republic of Belarus, the Russian Federation and
other states were considered, current problems in the regulation of intellectual
property were identified, proposed ways to resolve disputes related to the regulation
of artificial intelligence, valuation of intellectual property objects were considered.
A number of recommendations for improving the legislation of the Republic of
Belarus were also expressed.

- A normative definition of intellectual property was proposed, formulated on
the basis of international legislation, legislation of other states and doctrinal opinion,
which can be fixed in Art. 979 of the Civil Code of the Republic of Belarus, since
the legislator did not consider it necessary to fix a specific definition, which will
allow in the future to more accurately relate public relations to this sphere.

- Mechanisms for regulating intellectual property in national and international
law were considered. Alternative ways to protect exclusive rights to works and
inventions were proposed. Additions to the normative regulation of industrial
property objects were also proposed.

- Current challenges in intellectual property law were identified. Doctrinal
methods of regulating exclusive rights to intellectual property objects created by
artificial intelligence were considered, among which the most relevant approach to
the established legal system and taking into account the pillars of intellectual
property law was identified.

The results of the research can be used for further research on the regulation
of intellectual property in national legislation and international private law, in the
rule-making process, as well as the preparation of monographs and textbooks.

The author of the work confirms the reliability of the materials and results of
the work and the independence of its implementation. All theoretical,
methodological provisions and concepts borrowed from literary and other sources
are accompanied by references to their authors
