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The object of the research: two classic plays by William Shakespeare, “The
Taming of the Shrew, a comedy, and “Romeo and Juliet”, a tragedy.

The subject of the research: the themes of love and marriage in medieval and
Renaissance contexts.

The purpose of the research: to reveal the specificity of the themes of love and
marriage in Shakespeare’s comedy “The Taming of the Shrew” and tragedy “Romeo
and Juliet”.

Methods of conducting the work: literary analysis, textual analysis, contexual
analysis, and comparative analysis.

The results obtained and the element of novelty: “The Taming of the Shrew” and

“Romeo and Juliet” demonstrate the conflict between personal feelings and social
norms in the Renaissance era from comic and tragic perspectives, respectively. In these
works, Shakespeare expressed a critique of traditional matrimonial ethics and a desire
for individual emancipation, reflecting the awakening of humanistic thought in the
Renaissance and its influence on the sphere of marriage and love. The work deepens
the understanding of the intellectual and cultural life of Renaissance England and
Shakespeare's insight as an outstanding humanist of the time.

Degree of implementation and recommendations for implementation: The results
of the research have been discussed at the 80t and 815t students’ conferences (BSU).
The work can be used in the teaching and study of English literature and culture, as
well as in further Shakespearean studies.

The authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma work is confirmed by
references to authoritative scientific works and primary sources. The diploma work
was carried out independently.
