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The object of the research is the poetics of the Pre-Raphaelites and the
aesthetics of Oscar Wilde - two important literary and artistic movements in
19th century English literature.

The purpose of the work is to conduct a comparative analysis of the poetic
concepts, creative practice of the Pre-Raphaelites and Oscar Wilde, as well as
to identify the interconnections and differences between them.

The methodology of the work includes biographical, cultural-historical,
comparative-typological and hermeneutic methods of literary analysis.

Results of the work and their novelty: in this research, the
interconnections and interactions between the Pre-Raphaelites and O. Wilde at
the level of poetics are systematically analyzed, similarities and differences in
their artistic methods and aesthetic principles are revealed, the evolution of
English romantic aestheticism in the 19th century is traced on the example of
these two key literary and artistic movements.

The degree of implementation and recommendations for implementation:
the materials and conclusions of the work can be used in the development of
general and special courses on the history of English literature of the 19th
century, as well as in further research on this topic.
