ABSTRACT

The object of the study is informal oral communication over the phone
between friends and family.

The subject of the study is microtexts (the first and second replica together)
with an implicature in the first replica of the addressee.

The purpose of the study is to identify the determinants of the content of the
addressee's verbal reaction to the implicature or to its part.

The study can be considered relevant in the paradigm of pragmalinguistic
studies of oral casual speech due to the lack of a holistic theory that would reveal
the causes of a particular content.

Research methods: description and comparison of different approaches to
the study of the second replica, analysis of telephone conversations, synthesis of
several approaches in the holistic characterization of the determinants of the
content of the second replica, generalization of theory and derivation of the
scheme, the method of sound recording and graphical interpretation of the actual
material.

Practical application: the results of the study may be useful to linguists
engaged in the pragmatics of colloquial speech; the research materials can be used
in textbooks for students and undergraduates in disciplines related to
pragmalinguistics; individual results and models proposed in the dissertation may
be useful to specialists whose profession is related to telephone communication.

Field of application: linguistics, pragmalinguistics, psycholinguistics,
textual linguistics.
