GENERAL OVERVIEW OF THE WORK

Narrative strategies of author’s literary writing

Structure and scope of dissertation. The master’s dissertation consists of an
introduction, three chapters which include parts, a conclusion, a list of 84 references,
a list of the Master’s Degree student’s academic publications (4 items) and an
appendix. The total scope of the paper is 75 pages of typed text.

The aim of the master’s dissertation is to reveal narrative strategies of
the A. Efron’s author’s literary writings/letters addressed to B. Pasternak.

To achieve this aim the following tasks were completed:

— define the genre theory of the author’s literary writing degree of
development, define the accuracy of existing concepts, develop a personal definition
of a genre;

— adjust te regime of interpretation of the epistolary text on the basis of the
leading discursive studies theoretical position, reveal the author’s intention of literary
writing;

— prove the narrative existence in the author’s literary writing, define the
peculiar features of the narrative picture of A. Efron’s letters/writings to B. Pasternak,
as well as establish the modality of the letters/writings under consideration;

— define the leading narrative strategies of the everyday writing and author’s
literary writing (on the example of A. Efron’s letters/writings to B. Pasternak),
establish the grammatical means which organise the narrative about everyday life and
their semantics;

— define the leading narrative strategies of the landscape descriptions, reveal
the ways of interaction of different narratives.

The object of the study is the narrative strategies of the author’s literary
writing as a particular type of a personal letter\writing.

The subject of the study is the grammatical semantics of the aspect and tense
verbal predicates, the subject semantics, as well as text functions of the nominal parts
of speech as language means of the narrative stretegy creation in the author’s literary
writing.

Conclusions. The author’s literary writing is characterized by the combination
of the deictic and narrative interpretation regimes. The probabilistic narrative picture
of the world with the modality comprehension is defined. The scheme of the writing

plot is suggested. The narrative strategies of the everyday writing, landscape
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descriptions and emotional state are revealed. The grammatical and semantic means
of the narrative strategies realisation are revealed and described.

The scientific novelty of the study is as follows. A new text of the A. Efron’s
letter/writing to B. Pasternak, which has not been studied before, is introduced into
scientific use. The narrative strategies used by the author (A. Efron) are defined and
described; for the first time, the features of the narrative, the narrative picture of the
world and the plot in A. Efron's literary letters are revealed; patterns of the use of
species-temporal verb forms, as well as nominal parts of speech, depending on the
addressee's narrative strategy are revealed.
