3. The content of the work

The object of the research: the relations that develop between subjects of
international law regarding the application of sanctions by international
organizations and countermeasures by individual States, as well as the legality of
unilateral restrictive measures.

The subject of the study is international agreements, acts of international
organizations, the domestic legislation of individual States regulating the application
of sanctions and countermeasures, as well as normative legal acts establishing the
procedure for the implementation of unilateral restrictive measures by individual
States. The subject of the study is also the analysis of the sanctions activities of states
and international organizations.

The purpose of the research: to develop a holistic scientific understanding of
the relationship between sanctions, countermeasures and unilateral restrictive
measures, as well as to establish the legality of the use of the latter. Making proposals
and recommendations of a scientific and practical nature on this basis for both law-
making and law enforcement practice.

The methods of the research: general scientific methods such as analysis,
synthesis, induction, deduction, classification, analogy, as well as private methods,
including formal-logical, systemic-structural, comparative-legal, legal-dogmatic.

The results obtained. The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that
the author conducted a comprehensive general theoretical study of the nature of
sanctions, revealed the concept of sanctions in modern international law. The study
also found that the sanction is considered as part of a legal norm, which may contain
both positive and negative consequences. The study defines the order of application,
the conditions of legitimacy, and the types of sanctions under study. As a result of
the study, conclusions were drawn about the legal nature of Security Council
sanctions, including the use of force (the last resort at the disposal of the Security
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Council should be taken only when the Security Council considers other means
exhausted). The study thoroughly examines unilateral restrictive measures, as well
as the legality and effectiveness of their application in modern international law.

The author of the work confirms the reliability of the materials and results of
the work and the independence of its execution. All theoretical, methodological
provisions and concepts borrowed from literary and other sources are accompanied
by references to their authors.

The results of the study can be used in the educational process, the rule-making
and law enforcement process, as well as for further scientific research.
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
