the criteria leading to the conversion of the internal financial lease agreement
(leasing) to cross-border were analyzed.

Recommendations for using the results of the research. The results obtained
can be used as a comprehensive study in the further study of the lease agreement
both within the framework of national law and within the framework of private



international law. In addition, the results of the research can be used in the law-
making process.
