3. The content of the work

Object of the study: social relations arising from the protection of personal data
in the European Union.

The purpose of the research: to develop a scientific understanding of the
mechanism of legal regulation of personal data protection in the European Union,
identifying gaps and weaknesses in the current legal framework of personal data
protection in the EU and identify possible options for the development of the sub-
branch of data protection law in the EU.

Methods of research. General scientific methods (generalization of practical and
normative materials, analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction) and special
scientific methods (formal-legal, technical-legal, comparative-legal methods) were
used in the work.

Results. As a result of the study the place of the fundamental right to personal
data protection in the system of EU law sources was defined; the preservation of the
dualistic regime of personal data protection was substantiated; the relationship of legal
principles of personal data protection was established; problematic aspects of the legal
regime of personal data protection in the EU were identified; the possible options for
development of the sub-branch of data protection law in the EU were proposed.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis. The materials used and the
results of the thesis are reliable. The study has been conducted independently.

Recommendations for the use of the results. The results of this thesis can be used
for further research of the institute of personal data protection, as well as for preparation
of monographs and textbooks and for teaching the course "European law" for the
specialty 1-24.01.01 "International law".
