3. The content of the work

Object of the study: social relations arising from the conclusion and recognition
of marriages with foreigners invalid.

Subject of the study: acts of national and foreign legislation regulating the
institution of the invalidity of marriage, law enforcement practice and doctrine.

The aim of the thesis: to analyze the norms governing the recognition of
marriages with foreigners as invalid, and to develop, based on the analysis, proposals
for improving the legal regulation of the issues of the invalidity of marriages with
foreigners.

Methods of research. The thesis uses a general scientific systematic approach to
the consideration of the tasks set using such methods as legal (system-structural,
formal-logical, comparative-legal, statistical) and general scientific methods
(historical, analysis, synthesis).

Results. In the thesis, the main problems of the legal regulation of the institution
of the invalidity of marriage in international documents and legislation of the Republic
of Belarus are identified; proposals for improving the legislation of the Republic of
Belarus are developed; the definition of the concept of cross-border marriage is
formulated, as well as the definition of the concept of the invalidity of marriage is
formulated; it is proposed to introduce a requirement for the mandatory conclusion of
a marriage contract in the case of marriage with a foreigner in the KBS; the necessity
of introducing responsibility for the conclusion of fictitious marriages into the family
legislation of the Republic of Belarus is substantiated; it is proposed to fix a single
procedure for choosing the applicable law in the procedure for recognizing a marriage
as invalid.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis. The materials used and the
results of the thesis are reliable. The study has been conducted independently.

Recommendations for the use of the results. The obtained data and research
results can be used in law-making activities and in further scientific research.
