Based on the study of human rights protection mechanisms in the EU, it
was proved that the human rights protection system formed within the framework of
the European Union should be considered as a necessary component of the formation
and development of the EU as a whole. A number of problems related to the
implementation of the protection of fundamental human rights and freedoms in the
EU were identified. In particular, that EU normative legal acts often came into
conflict with the internal norms of the member states at the beginning of the
formation of the EU, that the competence of the EU Court and the ECHR may



overlap on the protection of EU rights and fundamental freedoms, and also that the
process of establishing a common European system for the protection of
fundamental human rights has not yet been completed and it is in dynamics.

The materials used and the
results of the thesis are reliable. The study was conducted independently.

Recommendations for using the results. The results of the thesis can be used
for further research on the protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms
within the European Union, substantiation of changes in relevant legislation,
preparation of monographs and textbooks, as well as teaching the discipline
"European Law" and "Human Rights Law" for the specialty 1-24.01.01
"International Law".
